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FULL CAPO, 2ND FRET

1. the chords written here are what I use, though in actuality, when you put the capo on the 2nd fret and play these chords, they become are E9, D9, F#79 and A. But nevermind that.

2. for D9, I play a normal D chord but put no finger down on the high E string. Do not play low 

E or A strings.

3. for C9 I put my 2nd finger on the A string, 3rd fret, and 3rd finger on the B string, 3rd fret, and leave all other strings open – do not play low E string.
